Thank you for buying this Pioneer product.
Please read through these operating instructions and then
yvou will know how to operate your model properly. After
you have finshed reading the instructions, put them away in
a safe place for future reference.
These operating instructions are based on the model KU, and
they can be used for the KC, S, 5/G models. The differences
between the models are given below.
KU and KC modals:
For US.A. and Canada ('KU' or 'KC’ stamped on packing
case): power line voltage is AC120 volts,
S and S/G models:
For destinations excluding above { S or §/G stamped on
packing case); A 4-point (ACT110V/120V/220V/240V)
voltage selector switch i1s provided.

KU (for US.A.), KC (for Canada) models are not
provided with LINE VOLTAGE SELECTOR and
LINE FREQUENCY SELECTOR switch.
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READ INSTRUCTIONS - Al the safety and
operating instructions should be read before the
appliancs is operated.

RETAIN INSTRUCTIONS — The operating instruc-
tions should be retained for future reference.
HEED WARNING -~ All wamings on the appliance
and in the operating instructions should be adhered

WATER AND MOISTURE — The appliance should

Before plugging the power cord into the wall socket, please
confirm that the settings of the line voltage selector switch
and line frequency selector switch are set correctly for use in
your area. If they are not set properly, change the settings as
follows.

LINE VOLTAGE SELECTOR SWITCH (Fig. A)
[For S, §/G models only)

Before adjusting, disconnect the power cord.

1. Prepare a medium size screwdriver.

2. Insert the screwdriver into the arrow on the voltage selec-
tor and adjust so that the tip of the arrow points to the
voitage value of your area.

LINE FREQUENCY SELECTOR SWITCH
(Fig. B) [For S, S/G models only]

Set the switch to the position corresponding to the power line
frequency (50 Hz or 60 Hz) used in your area. Remember that
if this switch is not set properly, the time display of the clock
function will be thrown out of sync.

If you do not know what the power line frequency in your area
is, ask your dealer.

Only S and S/G models are provided with these switches
but KU, KC are not provided with these switches.

HANDLING PRECAUTIONS

Keep the unit away from water

Electric shocks and malfunctions are caused by water
penetrating inside the timer. Do not stand vases or other ob-
jects containing water on top of the timer. If water does hap-
pen to get inside the unit, disconnect the power cord from the
power outiet immediately.

Then contact your nearest Pioneer Service Center or the
dealer from whom you bought your unit.

Do not poke about inside the unit

Under no circumstances should the screws around the casing
be removed since this may lead to an electric shock. Do not try
to remove the casing to inspect inside or make adjustments.
Pioneer can make no guarantees in the case of a deterioration
in performance resulting from remodeling by a user,

Avoid use in hot (over 45°C) and cold (under
—B5°C) locations

Also avoid using the timer in a location susceptible to vibration
since this may cause a time error.

Maintenance

Use a soft dry cloth for usual cleaning. If there are stains
which cannot be removed, dilute some neutral detergent with
water, dip a cloth into the solution and wipe away the stains.
Never use alcohol, thinners or benzene for cleaning or spray
insecticides near the unit since these substances may mar the
model’s finish.

If the timer makes any buzzing or rattling noise during use,
. disconnect the power cord from the power outlet and con-
tact the nearest Pioneer Service Center or the dealer from
whom you bought your unit,
